Media Circulation 
The circulation of various media resources to teachers for classroom use has 
always been one of the most visible forms of service provided by the REMC to its 
member schools. As digital media resources become more accessible to 
teachers and students, the physical collection is being phased out and teachers 
are learning to effectively use the digital resources available.

Discovery Education Streaming 
Most area schools participate in digital delivery of media through Discovery 
Education’s Streaming service.  DE Streaming provides high-quality educational 
content aligned to Michigan curriculum standards.  Teachers can stream video 
on demand or download items to create a library of lesson-enhancing resources.  
REMC 5 provides administrative support and training in using DE Streaming. 
 
Without REMC membership, each school building would pay over $2,300 for a 
one-year subscription to 7,800 videos, 54,000 video clips and numerous 
classroom resources available through DE Streaming. With REMC membership, 
the statewide-negotiated price for 2010-2011 was $431 per building.  REMC 5 
contributed $231 toward each participating school’s subscription thereby 
reducing the cost to $200 per building.

Blackboard/Moodle 
REMC 5 is a partner with other ISDs and REMCs in the greater central Michigan 
area for our Learning Management System.  During the 2010-2011 school year, 
our consortium transitioned from Blackboard to a Moodle system.  Administrative 
support and training for Moodle is provided by REMC 5.  
 
Professional Learning 
The focus of professional learning through REMC 5 is to promote differentiated 
instruction through effective use of technology resources in the classroom.  
REMC workshops are offered for SBCEU and/or college graduate-level credit 
when applicable. 
  
Videoconferencing/Virtual Field Trips 
Videoconference equipment provides the means for interacting with distant sites 
for meetings, classroom collaboration activities, and virtual field trips.  REMC 
staff provides technical and instructional support for these events.

21 Things for the 21st Century Educator 
The 21 Things project was developed to provide “Just in Time” training through 
an online interface for K-12 educators based on the National Educational 
Technology Standards for Teachers (NETS-T).  Started by a group of four 
instructional technologists from ISDs in Michigan, this resource is available at no 
cost and provides several options for training including: 

• Graduate level credit 
• SB-CEUs 
• District-level professional development 
• Personal professional growth and learning 

 
In the fall of 2009, the program expanded to become a major focus of the REMC 
Instructional Technologists (RITS) group.  A grant to the RITS group from the 
REMC Association of Michigan was awarded to allow for the creation and 
implementation of a 21 Things for Administrators and 21 Things for 
Students.

Michigan Learns Online 
Through the Michigan Learns Online Grant, the REMC Association of Michigan 
purchased 31 complete online high school courses for distribution among 
Michigan educators.  In order to access the course content, teachers must be 
trained in how to teach online.  In 2010-2011, the MLO grant provided training 
opportunities throughout the state.  Twenty teachers in the REMC 5 region who 
took advantage of this training, along with several others who had completed 
similar training through other avenues, have gained access to the MLO course 
content for use with students in either a blended or fully online course format.
